






Dochstader: As we all know, the issue everyone is
talking about currently is the economy. In what
way do you see the current economic landscape
affecting the North American narrow web
industry?

Scarborough: In general, the economic slowdown
is compounding the slower market growth that the
industry has been experiencing for the last three
or four years. The North American pressure-
sensitive market is maturing and now we face the
new challenges of a general slowdown from a
broad perspective particularly affecting the retail,
and durable goods sectors.

Inflation is the other major factor impacting our
markets. We are feeling the effects of significant
material cost increases driven by energy,
chemical, and other commodity components.

So we are facing two major challenges. Soft
demand due to our slowing economy and
dramatically increased raw material costs. It’s a
very difficult environment.

Dochstader: What do you feel are the greatest
opportunities for label converters today?

Scarborough: There are opportunities in driving
productivity to meet the inflation/cost challenge,
and in using innovation to drive growth.

We have been using lean and Six Sigma tools to
drive incredible amounts of productivity in our own
business.  It has enabled us to “weather the

storm” of inflation, slower growth, and increased
competition in this market.  We have shared this
methodology with many of our customers, so they
can achieve the same results.  I have seen many
examples of incredible gains in productivity and
cash flow.

The other challenge is growth. We have seen
many of our customers offering shrink film and
flexible packaging to their portfolio to better serve
the diverse needs of their customers.  These
markets are growing and offer ways for label
converters to differentiate themselves.

There is a demand for eco friendly solutions in our
markets.  Converters who are able to offer these
alternatives without a significant price premium to
their existing products will benefit in the long run.

The View From Here
Avery Dennison's CEO talks about the current landscape for the North
American narrow web industry

Dean Scarborough. President and CEO of Avery Dennison

Dean Scarborough, President and CEO of
Avery Dennison, will be giving the introductory
keynote address at the Labelexpo Americas
Conference Program in Chicago. TLMI Editor
Jennifer Dochstader recently discussed the
current state of the North American narrow
web marketplace with Scarborough, address-
ing some of the industry's most pressing
issues and future opportunities.
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And finally the food and beverage market is still
the under-penetrated segment in North America.
We are seeing many new applications in these
end markets.

RFID is actually beginning to see some traction.
Our RFID inlay sales quadrupled in the second
quarter, as supply chain, transportation and retail
markets begin to adopt this promising new
technology.

Dochstader: What do you believe are their most
significant challenges?

Scarborough: As I said before, the challenges are
creating growth in a slower market and driving
productivity with the inflation we face.

Frankly, the most significant challenge our
customers face is to differentiate themselves from
other label converters.

I believe the most successful converters focus on
particular customers or market segments and
differentiate themselves by providing the best
service, quality, and rapid innovation to help their
customers achieve their objectives.

Dochstader: If we could view a snapshot of what
the dynamics of our industry will look like in five
years - in what ways do you see those dynamics
changing? In what ways will things be the same?

Scarborough: Industry consolidation will continue
and likely accelerate. Converters will continue to
more closely align themselves with the interest of
their end users. They will begin to see themselves
not only as providers of pressure-sensitive
products, but as providers of broad package
technology solutions such as shrink sleeve, in-
mold label, and flexible packaging.

A wildcard in all of these scenarios is radio
frequency identification (RFID). While RFID has
not grown at the rate some had predicted a few
years ago, it is beginning to take hold in Europe
and, to a lesser extent, in the U.S. and could
significantly change the way we do business
down the road.

Dochstader: In the next half decade, what kind of
impact do you see globalization having on North
American narrow web converters? The largest
converters are witnessing an impact due to some
of their business moving offshore, do you think
this trend will affect mid- to small-sized converters
as well?

Scarborough: The major impact of globalization
on the North American market has been the
offshoring of manufacturing and the effect of
labels being purchased where the products are
manufactured. This has affected all converters,
and is one major reason that market growth has
slowed in North America.

That being said, we still believe that label
converting is essentially a local business,
because of the fast service requirements of end
users. There are a handful of examples of global
applications that require global converters, but
that is still the minority.

Dochstader: What is the role that industry
suppliers, like Avery Dennison, will be playing in
the coming years as the industry continues to
shift?

Scarborough: We continue to invest in new
capabilities to enable market growth.  A good
example is the thin films coating and laminating
capability that is helping us capture new
applications in the beverage market.

We are increasing our product portfolio to include
flexible packaging and shrink film alternatives as
our customers enter new markets.

We are the world’s largest supplier of passive
UHF RFID inlays. Now that inlay prices are low, I
see this as being a very large part of our business
in the next five years.

We are also investing in new technologies that will
not only lower the cost of materials, but provide
for lower cost converting capability as well.

Finally, many more of our products will be eco
friendly at the same or even lower cost than
standard products today.
